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WRITING FRACTIONS

A fraction names equal parts of a whole. The top number, or numerator, tells
how many parts are being used. The bottom number, or denominator, tells
how many equal parts there are in all.

Example: What fraction of the rhombus is shaded?

parts shaded shaded 3~ numerator
equal parts '5 <— denominator

So, 5 of the figure is shaded. You read the fraction as three fifths or three
out of five.
